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London, Nov. 21.-(AP)-The
text of the speech from the throne,
read by the King at the opening of
parliament to-day, follows :
My lords and members of the

house of commons :
My peoples and my allies are

united in their resolve to continue
the fight against the aggressor na-
tions until freedom is made secure .
Then only can nations, released
from oppression and violence, again
work together on the basis of or-
dered liberty and social justice.
I am confident that victory is

assured, not only by the - prowess of
the armed forces of my Empire and
those of my allies, but also by the
devotion of the civil defence forces
and the tenacity and industry of
my peoples. These are now endur-
ing, where they live and labour,
the perils as well as the hardships
of war.

Lustre Is Added
The staunchness of the men of

the merchant and fishing fleets
has added lustre to the ancient tra-
ditions of the sea .
The resistance of my people hasI won the admiration of other friend-

ly powers. Relations of my govern-
ment with that of the United States
of America could not be more cor-
dial, and I learn, with utmost satis-
faction, of the ever-increasing vol-

ume of munitions of war which are
arriving from that country.

It is good to know that in these
fateful times how widely shared are
the ideals of ordered freedom, of
justice and security.
Members of the house of com-

mons :
You will be asked to make fur-

ther financial provision for the con-
duct of the war.

Extend durance
My lords and members of the

house of commons:
Measures will be submitted to

you for compensating those whose
home or business property has, at
any time since the outbreak of hos-
tilities, been destroyed or damaged
by enemy attack, and for extending
insurance against risk of such dam-
age to all forms of movable prop-
erty which are not at present pro-
tected.
Further proposals for legislation

will also be made to improve condi-
tions of those who may now or in
future require assistance from pub-
lic funds.
Apart from these and such other

measures as may be required for
effective prosecution of the war, my
government will take every possible
step to sustain the health and well-
being of my people in their ordeal.

I pray that the Almighty may
give His blessing to your counsels .
